Trafficking in person means the recruitment, transportation, purchase, sale, transfer, harboring or receipt of persons by threat or use of violence, abduction, force, fraud, deception or coercion, or debt bondage for the purpose of placing or holding such person, whether for pay or not, in forced labor or slavery like practices, in a community other than one in which such persons lived at the time of the original act described as above

Vulnerability of dimension

Large number of girls from various parts of the State comes to Chennai chasing glamour of cinema world as well as employment opportunities.  Many of them end up working as sex workers.  Chennai is a place of attraction to young women and girls.  A large no. of girls from the State of A.P. is also engaged in Sex Work. They are either trafficked with a promise of cinema chances or for a lucrative income as residential servant maid.  It is also suspected that a large number of women and girls are trafficked from different parts of T.N. and Mumbai.
About ICWO:-
Indian Community Welfare Organisation a registered voluntary Organisation was established in 1994. It was born out of deep and abiding concern for marginalized and exploited women in difficult circumstances in India.  The focus was on working with commercial sex workers and their clients and certain other target groups with the ultimate aim of empowering them. ICWO is doing a considerable amount of work in the field of STD/HIV/AIDS prevention with the aid of several dedicated volunteers, the constant encouragement and support of the government. Yet there are several mountains to climb.

ORGANISATION CAPABILITIES
Indian Community Welfare Organisation (I.C.W.O) is a Non profitable and Non Governmental Organisation working in the field of HIV /AIDS prevention and community welfare.  I.C.W.O is working with Sex workers, their clients and Tourist at Mamallapuram for the past nine years.  I.C.W.O also works with Homosexual Men in Chennai and Barbers in Tamil Nadu.  We have also successfully completed AIDS awareness program for Auto-rickshaw drivers in Chennai, which was selected as the best practice in the country by National AIDS Control Organisation (NACO) for the year 1998.  I.C.W.O. is technically and financially supported by Tamil Nadu State AIDS Control Society (TNSACS), Chennai Corporation AIDS Prevention And Control Society (CAPACS), ACTION AID INDIA, APAC, VHS-USAID, TamilNadu AIDS Initiative (TAI)- Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation, MIVA (Netherlands), Indien-Hilifswerk.eV (Germany), SOS PG ASBL (Belgium),  GSM (Belgium),  UNAIDS ( New Delhi), UNICEF, UNDP, UNAIDS, Cardiff University (USA), Elton John AIDS Foundation (UK), Global Fund for Women (USA), MAMA Cash (Netherlands) AAPM-Switzerland ,Tele-TICINO (Switzerland) GRUPPO, Madras TICINO (Switzerland), TIDES Foundation (USA), SARI–Q–AED (New Delhi)  and some philanthropist.

Parliament Concept: - 

The trainer first gave them the basic input of what is child rights and the importance of the child Rights. He explained about the four important child rights 
1. Right to live

2. Right to grow

3. Right to Protection

4. Right to participation

Most of the children gave their views about these four rights. Trainer also raised some of the question to the children regarding these rights and violation of these rights. 
Based on the above mentioned four rights trainer gave them the meaning of the concept parliament. Children have participated and they shared about the term parliament to the trainer. Then the trainer asked them about the child parliament. They don’t know about the concept child parliament. Trainer again explained about child parliament about how it functions, importance of child parliament and about its need. 

After the explanation of the child parliament he discussed with the children about the CCP (Children community Parliament). He explained him about the child circle where 10 children’s from one street will be in that circle and 1 representative will be called as CCP. He also explained about the role of the CCP where they should see the community children without being trafficked. If there is any problem in the community they should inform the CCP then the CCP should inform the representative of the Parliament and then they will discuss about that in the child parliament.

He explained about the term trafficking, which are all trafficked, purpose of trafficking, ways of trafficking, who are all involved in trafficking and how to prevent trafficking. He gave them the clear information about the issues related to trafficking.
OBJECTIVE:
1. Identify and train children parliamentarian to address the issues related to child trafficking and child development.
2. Prevent children of sex workers from being trafficked for commercial sexual exploitation.

3. A “child to child” education campaign against trafficking of children of sex workers in South Chennai developed.

VENUE:

The Children’s Parliament took place in the Hotel Green Park, Vadapalani; Chennai on the 5th of May 2006.It was a palatial hall which made the children feel honored and very well a part of ICWO/ SARI-Q. The hall was arranged into two parallel rows on each side which made the children face each other and voice out their views. 
NO: OF PARTICIPANTS:
100 children participated in the children’s parliament. It consists of both girls and boys from different places namely Vadapalani, Saligramam, Kodambakkam, Porur, Poonnamalle, Vijayaragapuram, and Liberty.
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TRAINING FOR STAFF AND CHILDREN:
Orientation trainings were provided for staff and children. The first training for the staff was given by Sr. Lourthu Mary, a lecturer in Stella Mari’s College in Social Work Department. She has a good field experience with children. Already she had an experience with child parliament in the rural areas. The methods she used were lecture, Role-play, Group discussion, Presentation and Case study sharing. And the topics which she covered were on:-
· Introduction of the Child parliament concept, 

· Background of the Child Parliament,
· Benefits of the child parliament,

· Principles of Child Parliament, 

· Vision of the child Parliament, 

· Values of the child Parliament and

· The strategies of the child parliament.

The other trainer who gave the second orientation for the staff was Mr.Sureshdharma, a founder and director of Black Theatre. He is having a 20 year of experience in training children’s and women’s group for various issues like child rights, child education, personality development, setting up of campaign, designing and implementation of campaign. He also got a lot of experience in disaster management. He covered the topics on:-
· Resources of the child parliament

· Capability of the child parliament

· Stages to form child parliament

The first orientation training for the children was given by Mr. Suresh dharma. Forty children have participated in this training. He started the session by ice breaking and continued with the topics like:-
· Orientation on Child Rights 

· Introduction of parliament concept

Then the children were put into groups and were given the same topic to discuss. 

 The topic was about how the Children’s Major Four Rights are violated. Each group came out with different description of how their rights are violated. And their experiences were shared.
The second orientation training also was given by Mr. Suresh dharma in which rest of the 60 children’s participated. As usual he started the session with ice breaking and carried out the meeting as he gave for the previous batch children’s with the same topics. 
PROCEEDINGS OF THE CHILDREN’S PARLIAMENT:

The days programme started by registering the children and guiding them to their respective seats. The children after being seated they were given an introduction on the Children’s parliament by the Project Manager 
Ms.N. Kanchanamala. For making a good start the children’s were given a brain storming session which was a game taken over by Mr.Palani and Mr. Wilson working for the children.  Then the Chief Guests Mr.David.T.Hopper, Consul General United States of America and Dr.P.Krishnamurthy, Project Director of APAC/VHS-USAID arrived and the inauguration started. Mr. David .T Hopper inaugurated the Children’s Parliament by lighting the Kuthuvillaku. This was followed by Dr. P.Krishnamurthy, Master.Ponnuvel, the Speaker and Ms.Ahammed Sheeba, the Prime Minister.  After the inauguration the children’s carried out the programme by a prayer song. Then Ms. Ahammed Sheeba, the Prime Minister –child parliament welcomed the Chief Guest and the gathering. Mr.David.T.Hopper gave the speaker address on the US Anti trafficking Policy and Mr. P.Krishnamurthy gave the special address for the children. The Prime minister then gave the introduction of the Cabinet Ministers. The inauguration came to an end by the vote of thanks given by Master. Ponnunuvel, the Speaker. Before the chief guest were about to leave they went to each and every child and congratulated for forming the parliament and coming together to fight for their rights. 
The children’s were then left for the tea break. After that they came to their respective seats and the next session was the question hours. This session was taken over by the Speaker and the Prime Minister of the children’s parliament. In this the children’s were raising their own questions and the answer was given from the group itself. Here the children’s were able to raise their voices and get the answers for their question from their group which gives them a togetherness to go for further proceedings. There were more than 60 questions.
The children’s were left for the lunch breaks were they enjoyed their loving dishes and came back for the last session. It was about the Press release by the Children. Here the children were explaining to the press about the children’s parliament and its workings. They also told how they enjoy in working together for their rights and what their future directions are.
The Guest Speaker:-

Mr. David .T. Hooper, Consul General United States of America gave his inaugural speech on US anti trafficking policy. He was pleased and honored to be invited to attend the Children’s parliament as Chief Guest. 
He says that he and his collogues are familiar with the excellent works done by the ICWO in a variety of areas, especially for women and children .He is very pleased that though the U.S Agency for the International Development, the government and the people of my country  are able to support ICWO’s efforts.
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He said that he is not at all happy that trafficking takes place and that work to prevent it is needed, but as long as trafficking does occur, we need to do our best to assist its victims and prevent others from falling victim. Human trafficking is a serious problem through out the world, including in the United States. It is estimated that each year 6 to 8 lakhs of people, including women and children, are trafficked across international borders, and that up to 17,000 are trafficked into the U.S. annually. And many victims of trafficking are forced into prostitution. Others work in sweatshops or in other forms of servitude or exploitation such as bonded labor. 
 In the U.S., efforts to combat trafficking in person and to assist its victims are assigned to several parts of the U.S.  Government: the Department of justice prosecutes legal cases against traffickers and provides training on anti-trafficking law.  The Department of Health and Human Services provides with temporary housing, legal assistance and educational opportunities.  The Department of Homeland Security coordinates U.S. visa status for foreign victims, and works to combat child pornography, exploitation and sex tourism.  Outside of America, the U.S. government has programs to eliminate child labor and to pay for and implement anti-trafficking efforts.  In working with foreign government, including the Government of India, we are guided by the 3 Ps: Prosecution, Protection and Prevention: we encourage and assist foreign governments to prosecute the traffickers, to protect the victims of trafficking, and to prevent others from falling victim.  In working with the victims themselves and with governments and organizations that assist them, we are guided by the 3 Rs: rescue, rehabilitation and reintegration: we work for the rescue of trafficking victims, for their rehabilitation, and for their reintegration into society.  My government has committed $50 million to support organizations that rescue women and children from exploitation and that provide them with assistance.  I am very pleased that many organizations in India are included in this effort, and the ICWO is one of them.  He wishes ICWO great success with all of its endeavors, including this Children’s Parliament.  Thank you for your attention and for allowing me to be with you this morning.
Dr. P. Krishnamurthy, Project Director of APAC/VHS-USAID gave the special address. He invited all the members of the parliament speaker and the prime minister of the children’s parliament.
He appreciated Mr.A.J.Hariharan and staffs of ICWO for creating such an opportunity for the children. He also expressed the works of ICWO are innovative and effective and for the past nine years ICWO has done excellent work. APAC-VHS-USAID has now selected ICWO as one of the demonstration centre in TamilNadu. He explained how the children’s are bought up in different situation and this makes them grow good or bad. They are the future generation of the country. So he told that children’s need good environment, good habit, good education, which makes them grow good and better. He told self confidence is a main source for all the human being particularly to children it should be more. He explained about the APAC, VHS-USAID project, how they are functioning, donating funds to different organization to prevent HIV/AIDS in the society. He explained about how they are improving the health status of HIV/AIDS patient. He explored that this children’s parliament should find the good solution to prevent trafficking in the society, from being exploited, to reduce abuses, prostitution etc. He explained how to rescue and rehabilitate the victims of trafficking. Once again he thanked Mr.A.J. Hariharan and his staffs.

Questions Arouse by the parliamentarians:-

1. Our parents are not sending us to school and are sending us to cinema shootings. How can we prevent that?
Indian Community Welfare Organisation has been working among the children for so long and this Organisation has prevented so many children from going to cinema shootings. ICWO staffs gather the concerned students and their parents and provide counseling to them related to children’s education, potentials and growth.
2. There are no sufficient teachers in M.G.M Government School?
First of all we will meet the corporation educational officer and express to him/her about the lack of teachers in our school. With the help of the mentors and cluster mothers we will take the necessary steps. 

3. We want to improve our General knowledge more, so we want one library in our area?
We will meet the local zonal educational officer regarding the usefulness of library in our area. And as such we will work out for the library.
4. We want evening coaching classes which help us to be better in our studies. Why evening coaching classes are not here?
ICWO is one of the leading reputed NGOs. In the year 2005 the organisation has put up mentoring centers to develop the children’s skills and improve their knowledge etc. In such mentoring centers voluntary mentors are working. The following are the name of the mentors: Mrs. Esther Shanthi, Mrs.Mageswari, Mrs. Renuka, Ms.Drurga, Mrs.Radha, Yamuna, Maryal, Sathyabama, Priya, Banumathi, Mala, and Devi.
5. Why children’s are going for work?
According to law the child lobour is an offence and we will take necessary action on the illegal social men.
6. If children’s are trafficked for earning money purpose (i.e.) child labour or sexual exploitation, or organ transplantation. How we can find it out and to whom we have to tell about this?

Many NGOs are working against trafficking; particularly ICWO is continuously working to prevent the trafficking. If anybody is trafficked in our areas, we informed ICWO or near by police station. We rescue the trafficked children with the help of child line, no 1098.

7. In Kodambakkam area some of the children’s births are not registered. What is the reason for that and how we can register the birth?
So far we have registered 10 children’s birth in our area in consulting with the concerned zonal office. And more than 30 children’s parents are counseled to register their children in the same office.

8. Whether Polio drops has been given to all?
In this occasion we are happy to inform that the government provided free polio drops in our area for all the children. 

9. Some pregnant mothers are very eager to know the sex of their baby during the 6th or 7th month of pregnancy only. So they are going for scanning and if they find it is a girl baby then they are punished and they are facing many problems in the society.
Regarding this we will meet the respected ministers of health department and ask them to take action to prevent scanning for pregnant women 
10. Some of the children from the age group of 3-5 are going to Balwadi? Does that mean that children’s are protected?

In our area the children from the age group 3-5 are going to Balwadi regularly and this gives the children a disciplined and systematic way of living.
11. In our area it is very difficult for us to get drinking water. So there are a lot of quarrels due to this problem. What are the solutions for this problem?
Regarding this drinking water facility we can approach the State drinking water Engineer to take necessary action to provide drinking water facility and avoid the quarrelling.
12. In our area corporation hospitals are not properly governed and they are not treating the patients in the proper way. What can we do for that?

Regarding this “Health care and treatment” especially for patients, we can approach “State Health care officers” to give necessary treatment
13. Vaccines for all the communicable diseases should be given for all the children’s. What are all the measures we can do to reach this to all the children?
Officers In charge of child care should approach the concerned doctors to give “Polio” vaccine free of cost for those who required. (Non vaccinated)
14. In school there are no proper toilets and the toilets that exist are not properly maintained. Because of this the children’s face many problem. Please consider this problem as a major issue and give the solution.
To have proper toilet facilities in schools concerned “school head master” should be intimated.

15. In our area Library there is no sufficient books and we are not getting the books we need. What is the reason for this?

To have access to required books, we need to approach librarian or concerned library officer

16. In our area play ground some of them are dumping waste. How can we prevent and how can we take action on this?
To approach “State corporation officer” to make necessary arrangements to clean the play ground area and to maintain the same.
17. Some of the children’s have stopped going to school and they are going for cinema shooting as their full time work. To prevent what are the solutions?

School drop outs children who are more involved in cinema and cinema activities should be identified and then awareness about importance of education should be given to those children as well as to their parents through ICWO

18.  In our area we don’t have computer classes or centers?
Computer facilities can be made available to the school students through intimating school head masters to take necessary steps at present. ICWO provides the computer education for those who are interested.

19. Shall we get education along with the vocational training?
In day today life, both studies as well as technical education are more important. Through technical course, we can go for higher studies. So, technical education is also important.

20. Are environmental studies essential for us?
To educate and to create awareness about importance of environmental cleanliness among school children (students) through the collaboration with “pollution control board” officer and “school head master”
21. We don’t need entrance exams for their higher studies. We they can do for it?

To cancel the entrance exam by approaching concerned government officers.

22. For children’s who all are under Below Poverty Line they should get free education until they stop their studies. Government should take steps for it?


To provide education facility for poor students in which they are interested, education minister should be intimated to make necessary action.

23. We need Human Rights Class and how can we get this?

To know the importance of “Human rights education for the school student’s commissioner has to take the necessary steps.

24. In TamilNadu we want to learn more languages rather than Tamil and English. How can we learn other languages?

In future necessary steps have to be taken to make the students to learn other languages.

25. What all can be done to prevent girl child trafficking?
To eradicate girl child trafficking general public should approach ICWO or near by police station to take immediate action. For example. A 9th STD girl named shobana studying in Govt higher secondary school in choolaimedu was saved by Dhaspuram Ramya with the help of general public. While she was about to be trafficked by big shots.

26. After finishing the school education some of the girls are going for jobs in abroad and they are trafficked and misused by the traffickers? What are the solutions for this problem?

To stop girl child trafficking more effective awareness among girl children must be created.

27. In some of the houses they are still practicing child marriage because of this they can’t able to study further? What we can do about this problem?
To prevent female child marriage awareness among girls and their parents about the importance of education must be done through ICWO

28. Most of the parents are not encouraging their girl children have to participate in the games? How we can educate parents about this?

ICWO should analyze and give counseling to the parents to encourage the girl children to participate in sports activities.

29. All the children’s need educational scholarship and how they can get this?

Concerned income tax officer must take necessary steps to give regular scholarship amount for education to the school students.

30. In families girl children should get the right to speak

ICWO should give counseling to the parents to give right to speak for their girl children.
31. Some people are spoiling children’s and inhibiting bad habits in them. What can we do to prevent this?
We have to find out children’s who are being spoiled by the social evil and give awareness on importance of health. And those illegal social men will be traced out and handed over to police. 
32. Children’s are buying cigarette, pan etc., and some of the criminals are using the children for some illegal activities? How we can prevent that?

Children with misbehavior must be identified and then counseling and awareness about their health must be given .Adult that are involved as well as engage children in anti social activities must be identified and further police action/legal action must be done.
33. We want special information centre about our

Children who are involved in bad activities like smoking, drinking and taking tobacco must be identified and health among them should be given through ICWO. 

34. Corporation hospital is not being functioned properly in our area because of this most of the pregnant ladies and children’s are not getting proper medication? Tell us how we can able to solve this problem?

By consulting the corporation primary health centre officers we will make arrangements so in future all the require facilities to the parents and children will be provided in the better way. 

35. In our electricity is being disconnected often and it gives a big problem when we are studying and we are having exams? What are the steps we can take about this problem?

By meeting the electricity board engineer of that area and to make them understand the problem and to avoid frequent out of power supply
36. In our area two of the children’s are drop outs and we can do to rejoin them in the school?

By studying the nature and environment of those two children and also taking them to the school headmaster and explain their situation and assist them in re-enrolling in the school

37. In our area we don’t have play ground so children’s are playing in the road side which leads to accident. How can we prevent that?
By consulting to the government officials of the concern department, to provide a playground for the children of that area.

38. Drainage is being blocked and there is no proper maintenance in our area?  If affects our health very badly?  What we can do about it?
By explaining the problem of clearing the drainage system to the municipal commissioner and do the needful as soon as possible to improve and promote the health / hygiene / sanitation of the people  
39. How from one month we can get drinking water only on alternative days that are not sufficient for us?  What this problem will be solved.

Regarding the water facility we will meet the concerned engineer to make arrangements for daily water supply.
40. In our schools we don’t have chair tables from 6th STD to 9th STD and we are not having proper toilet which affects our health very badly?  How we can make a compliant about this and whom we have to meet?

To provide toilets facilities and proper seating arrangements, materials like bench, chair etc., we should approach the school head master to take necessary action for the school students. 

41. During the rainy days the rain water is  coming and stagnating in our school so its  difficult for us to go to school and due to this school is not function during rainy days which affects our education
School head master along with the parent teacher association to take necessary steps after consulting and analyzing the problem regarding the proper infrastructure.

42. In our school w don’t have drinking water facilities?  We need that immediately?

Head maters as to take necessary steps to provide clean drinking water for the school students. 

43. In our school they are getting 5Rs, 10Rs as a fine for small wrong things and our parents find it difficult to pay this money.  We want to stop this kind if punishment immediately?  How we can do it?
Head master has to take necessary steps to avoid teachers collecting money from the students for their bad habits instead they have to teach the students to stop the bad habits.

44. During our playing time hours in the school teachers are taking some other classes for us and we don’t have time to play?  How we can so he this problem?

School headmaster and physical director have to consult and take necessary steps to allow the students to play during play time.

45. Some of the mother’s are taking these children to their work place.  If they oppose that mothers are heating this children?  How we can solve that?
ICWO has to take necessary steps to identify the female domestic workers and create awareness about importance of education and counsel them to allow their children to continue their studies.

46. Some of the parents are stopping the girl children’s education and they are sending them for house work?  How we can stop this practice?

Awareness and guidance about importance of education to female children should be given to the parents.

47. For small wrong things our teachers are punishing us very badly and they are teasing us?  How we can tell about this and whom we can make a complaint about their attitudes?

To stop these types of punishments to students, the head master has to be reported and he should take the necessary steps to stop these punishments.

48. Most of the parents are not allowing their girl children to stand outside and not allowing them for evening coaching classes how we can educate them about this?

ICWO should counsel the parents about the importance of education to their girl children and allow them to go for evening classes.

49. Some of the buses are being burnt at times on the way to school. so we are not having proper protection?
We have to find out the people who are carelessly creating such type of problems and handle them to the police and take necessary steps.

50. In our area in 80feet road we don’t have proper signals near school.  One girl student met with an accident and lost her life?

Keeping this incident as a major issue we can approach the respected government officer and ask for proper signals near the school. This is to avoid accident in the future.
51. In our school area morning from 8’clock to evening 4’clock traffic police man is not there in the signals?  So it leads to many accidents?  So we want to take action against this?

We will meet the near by Traffic Police Commissioner and ask him to arrange a traffic police near the school.

52. In our area we are having street lights but it is not functioning properly?


We will meet the corporation zonal maintenance engineer. After that those problem would be taken the immediate process with regards to the street light.

53. When we are going to schools some of the autos is morning so fast which leads to many accidents?  What we can do about it?

With reference to this problem, we will organize them regarding auto problem among auto driver through Indian Community Welfare Organisation. Again and again such as those the same and will be protected by us.

54. During raining days drainage is being opened and some of the children’s are dropped into that drainage?  How we can make a complaint about this? 
In this area, we will meet the local zonal corporation drainage officer. After that we will discuss about it with help of him, we will be kept up it by the drainage worker. In the future, we can handle and protect it again and again such problem.

55. In rainy season, when we are going to school, the drainage will be opening so; unfortunately the children’s are falling down into it.? How we prevent it?

By explaining the problem of improper drainage systems and its impact on health/hygiene to the municipal commissioner and make the needful as soon as possible to improve and promote the health/hygiene sanitation of the people.
56. Some school, the teachers do not allow student to participate sports and cultural events. How we can prevent it?

If the identified problem is true, the concern school head master will be met by the ICWO worker and take measures to make those interested children to participate in the programmes (both cultural/games)

57. Some parents do not accept their children opinion, at the same time they disgrace the children how can we do it?

By counseling those parents and explaining them about their children’s attitude and perception towards the problem and making them to give importance to children’s ideas also.
58. Some parents encourage the children to study their interesting subjects, but we can’t able to study according to our wish? What we can able to do about it?
If the problem is true, it is an offence against the law. Hence the parents will be called for a counseling session and so that we can avoid such incidents in future. By having an interaction session with both parents and children’s and finding a common solution for the problem.
59. Some of the parents are not allowing the children to pray god according to their wish they are forcing the children to follow particular god is it right?

A proverb “Children’s are compared to God” so they are permitted to worship any god on their interest. Hence the concern person who prevents children to pray will be counseled and the children’s right to be promoted.
60. After the completion of the 12th STD most of the children’s are not able to continue their higher education. What is the solution for this problem?

By meeting and consulting with the secretary of ICWO scholarship for students after 12th STD (Join in college) will be checked and make arrangements for the need full.

ICWO took every effort to reach out to the local print and live media. It has reached a lot of readers and viewers. Around 25 representatives came from different leading media’s to take part in the Children’s Parliament. 
CONCLUSION AND FURTHER DIRECTION:

Months of planning and networking with the children had made the Children’s Parliament a resounding success. Bringing the children’s from different places together as a group, educating them on their rights, to fight for their rights and to stop child trafficking made the recognize more of their rights and they started voicing out their opinions. As a group the children discussed about the future directions in which they decided to go to the collector and other respective personals are put forward their opinions which they took in the Children’s Parliament as a group.
